* The children cannot reside in a state facility.
* They must be previously uninsured for 3 months.
The three-month “go bare” period is waived when private group or individual insurance
coverage was lost involuntarily due to layoff, business closing, or similar situations such as:
- Loss of employment - parent fired, laid off, or can no longer work due to disability.
- Parent takes a new job that does not offer dependent coverage.
- Entire COBRA coverage completed.
- Parent or guardian who was providing coverage dies.
* Buy-in available for children in household over 250% FPL.
* There are no pre-existing condition exclusions.
